1:8 (Witnessing for Christ); Micah 6:8 (Establishing
Justice through Love and Humility); and Luke 4:16-
21 (Jesus’ Platform for Mission and Ministry). The
Home Mission Board of the National Baptist
Convention, USA, Inc., will minister throughout the
U.S.A. by “VISION, INTEGRITY, STRUCTURE
AND ACCOUNTABILITY THROUGH EVANGEL-
ISM AND EMANCIPATION.”

This Vision will be fulfilled as the HOME MISSION
BOARD serves National Baptists and the broader
Body of Christ by promoting Christian missions in
the continental United States and the U. S. Virgin
Islands which:

¢ Proclaim the Gospel of Jesus Christ,

¢ Establish and Strengthen Churches,

+ Engage in Ministries which Liberate People who
are in need, and

+ Provides support for Pastors and Other Religious
Professions.

The HOME MISSION BOARD in cooperation with
other National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc., lead-
ers, auxiliaries and organizations will develop and
implement a comprehensive strategy which fulfills

A new VISION Statement was written as follows: To
engage in and provide Holistic Christian Ministries to
the pastors, congregations and auxiliaries of the
National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc. by supplying
resources and programs that will aid in Evangelistic
outreach to and the Emancipation of people and com-
munities from the spiritual and social ills and injustices
in our society. It is my hope that over the past TEN
YEARS the HMB has made significant progress in ful-
filling our VISION Statement.

Some of the highlights of the last TEN YEARS are as
follows:

(1)  1994-1995 — The HMB Adopt-a-School Program
and HMB Summer Intern Fellowship Program
were established. Since that time some 50 col-
lege and seminary students preparing for full-
time Christian Ministry have worked for eight

weeks each summer in churches, educational
institutions, conventions and other non-profit
organizations doing the work of the Lord all
across our nation while being paid by the HMB.
The HMB established an operating budget, sup-
ported Home Mission causes and received a
grand total of $64,540.71 in contributions.

1995-1996 — We provided emergency assistance
to the U. S. Virgin Islands in the aftermath of
Hurricane Marilyn as well as provided assistance
to damaged and burned churches. The HMB
launched our New Church Start/Pastoral Support
Program in Palmer, Alaska and inaugurated our
HMB Youth Ministry Packet. We reactivated the
Ecclesiastical Endorser’s Office for overseeing
our Convention’s U.S. Military and Veterans
Affairs Chaplains. HMB Rallies began to be held
nationwide as we established nine HMB
Regions.

1996-1997 - The HMB assisted more burned
churches and expanded our work in the U. S.
Virgin Islands. We published several Christian
witnessing tracts designed for African-Americans
of various ages and situations in life. We hosted
our first Annual HMB Luncheon and aided and
ex-offenders ministry.

1997-1998 — The HMB supported three new
church starts and made a fact-finding trip to sev-
eral Caribbean Islands through the Virgin Islands
Missions, Inc. founded by Dr. Bentley Thomas.
We assisted more churches, pastors and organi-
zations in need of help from the HMB, including
additional burned churches.

1998-1999 — We received Macedonian calls after
devastating hurricanes and tornadoes in
Mississippi and Oklahoma. The HMB began to
support the Baptist World Alliance and NBC,
USA, Inc. Prison Ministry and Criminal Justice
Commission. We continued our support for sev-
eral Historically African-American Colleges,
Universities and Seminaries. After five years,
contributions to the HMB nearly doubled. We

supported Dr. Stewart C. Cureton’s brief but
strategic Presidency of our Convention.

1999-2000 — The HMB welcomed our new
President, Dr. William J. Shaw and new Chair,
Pastor Charles E. Mock, as well as added sever-
al new HMB members. We aided churches and
communities on the eastern seaboard devastat-
ed by Hurricane Floyd along with other HMB
grants to churches in need.

2000-2001 — The HMB assisted burned church-
es in Kansas and Arkansas. We supported two
more New Church Starts in St. Croix, U. S. Virgin
Islands and Hendersonville, TN.

2001-2002 - The HMB provided tens of thou-
sands of dollars to low wage laborers and fami-
lies adversely affected by terrorist attacks on
September 11, 2001 in New York City while
assisting other Macedonian calls from around
the nation. We began planning jointly with the
Convention’s Evangelism Board for our DAWN-
ING OF A NEW DAY CONFERENCE. For the
first time in the HMB's history, we received over
a quarter of a million dollars in donations with
more than half of that going to HMB causes.

2002-2003 - At President Shaw’s request, the
HMB gave the Baptist Ministers’ Conference of
New York City and Vicinity and additional
$10,000.00 to assist families still recovering from
9/11/01. We assisted two more burned churches
and several church construction projects as well
as some Christian community projects nation-
wide. Our first DAWNING OF A NEW DAY
Conference in Dallas, Texas was a praiseworthy
success. The HMB received nearly $300,000.00
in contributions.

2003-2004 — The HMB co-hosted our DAWNING
OF A NEW DAY Conference once again in
Dallas, Texas. Over the past year we have grant-
ed tens of thousand of dollars to meet Home
Mission needs, including Community Baptist
Church, St. Croix, U. S. Virgin Islands; First



Fellowship Baptist Church, Waukegan, IL;
People’s Community Baptist Church, Harrisburg,
PA; American Baptist College, Nashville, TN;
Virginia University of Lynchburg, Lynchburg, VA,
Selma University, Selma, AL; Seminarian schol-
arship assistance; HMB Summer Intern
Fellowship Program, Dr. T. J. Jemison’s
Retirement Tribute; the Samuel DeWitt Proctor
Pastor’s Conference, Atlanta, GA; Ebenezer
Baptist Church, Pittsburg, PA, which was
destroyed by fire; and our Parent Body. In my
honor, the HMB WARREN H. STEWART, SR.
NON-PROFIT GRANT to a non-profit Christian-
related organization which evidences and exem-
plifies The Evangelism and Emancipation
Connection has been established. The first
recipient is MINISTERS UNITED AGAINST
HUMAN SUFFERING, a shelter for the disad-
vantaged in East St. Louis, IL, headed by Pastor
David Crockett, which will receive a check in the
amount of $10,000.00 during our HMB period
before the Parent Body. Last, but not least, we
are planning with the Evangelism Board, our
DAWNING OF A NEW DAY Conference Il to be
held April 2005, in the Valley of the Sun, Phoenix,
AZ.

| am sure you questioned the Scriptural passage | cited
from Judges 12:11-12 (NRSV) at the outset of this
Annual Report. It reads, “After him Elon the Zebulunite
judged Israel; and he judged Israel ten years. Then
Elon the Zebulunite died, and was buried at Aijalon in
the land of Zebulun.” Well, the Holy Spirit led me to
this passage for this occasion of my TENTH ANNUAL
REPORT. Elon, from the Tribe of Zebulun, served as
a Judge over Israel for TEN YEARS. The Tribe of
Zebulun descended from the TENTH son of Jacob
whose name was Zebulun. In Biblical numerology, the
number TEN stands for completion. The Hebrew
name Elon means strong oak. Therefore, Judge Elon
was a descendant of the TENTH son of Jacob and
served for TEN YEARS as a strong oak of a leader.

In the 1960s, | heard a message from Judges
preached by Pastor Melvin Von Wade, Sr. He titled
that memorable message, “Fame For Nothing.” His
point was that unlike many of the other Judges of Israel
who are described in the Book of Judges, the Old
Testament account covering Elon’s TEN YEAR-tenure

simply can be summarized like this, “He judged. He
died and he was buried.”

It is my hope that when the historians recount my TEN
