According to the Revised Constitution of our
Convention, one of the primary objectives of
National Baptists is “to promote home and foreign
mission.”  Therefore, the HOME MISSION BOARD
has as its fundamental purpose the promotion of
Christian missions in the United States and the U.S.
Virgin Islands.  It began to fulfill this function in
1895.

VISION OF THE HOME MISSION BOARD

To engage in and provide Holistic Christian
Ministries to the pastors, congregations and auxil-
iaries of the National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc.,
by supplying resources and programs that will aid in
Evangelistic outreach to and the Emancipation of
people and communities from the spiritual and
social ills and injustices in our society.  This Vision
is based on the Scriptural Foundation found in
Matthew 28:18-20 (The Great Commission); Acts
1:8 (Witnessing for Christ); Micah 6:8 (Establishing
Justice through Love and Humility); and Luke 4:16-
21 (Jesus’ Platform for Mission and Ministry).  The
Home Mission Board of the National Baptist
Convention, USA, Inc., will minister throughout the
U.S.A. by “VISION, INTEGRITY, STRUCTURE
AND ACCOUNTABILITY THROUGH EVANGEL-
ISM AND EMANCIPATION.”

This Vision will be fulfilled as the HOME MISSION
BOARD serves National Baptists and the broader
Body of Christ by promoting Christian missions in
the continental United States and the U. S. Virgin
Islands which:

Proclaim the Gospel of Jesus Christ,
Establish and Strengthen Churches,
Engage in Ministries which Liberate People who
are in need, and 

Provides support for Pastors and Other Religious
Professions.

The HOME MISSION BOARD in cooperation with
other National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc., lead-
ers, auxiliaries and organizations will develop and
implement a comprehensive strategy which fulfills
“THE E & E CONNECTION” (EVANGELISM and
EMANCIPATION) throughout the USA in the name
of Christ.

It is a
blessed privilege to be able to celebrate
"Jesus Christ Only, Always" with National
Baptists from across the nation and
around the world in Metropolitan Kansas
City, located in the heart of our great
nation (and just 130 miles due north of where I was
reared and began my preaching ministry in 1969 at the
Twelfth Street Baptist Church in Coffeyville, Kansas).

Dr. William J. Shaw, our Visionary, Integral, Structured
and Accountable President, who is four years into
completing his historic first term as Chieftain and CEO
of the National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc., General
Secretary Harry Blake, Convention Officers, Members
and Staff of the Home Mission Board (HMB), Pastors,
Other Clergy, Laypersons, Convention Delegates and
Visitors, I stand here both humbled and honored to
bring my ninth Annual Report serving as Executive
Secretary of the HMB.  Thank you, once again,
President Shaw, for allowing me to provide leadership
for the HMB in your credible, Christ-centered adminis-
tration.  My gratitude is also extended to the HMB as a
whole for their enthusiastic support for our vital work to
fulfill our VISION of engaging in and providing holistic
Christian Ministries to the pastors, congregations and
auxiliaries of the NBC, USA, Inc. by supplying
resources and programs that will aid in the

Evangelistic outreach to and the Emancipation of peo-
ple in our society, nation and world.  I dare not proceed
without expressing my gratitude to the First
Institutional Baptist Church of Phoenix, Arizona for
freeing me to provide leadership as Executive
Secretary of the HMB.

As a reminder, the VISION of the HMB is based on the
Scriptural Foundation arising form Matthew 28:18-20
(The Great Commission); Acts 1:8 (Witnessing for
Christ); Micah 6:8 (Establishing Justice through Love
and Humility); and Luke 4:16-21 (Jesus' Platform for
Mission and Ministry).  Rest assured, the HMB will
minister throughout the United States of America in the
spirit our "VISION, INTEGRITY, STRUCTURE and
ACCOUNTABILITY" through EVANGELISM and
EMANCIPATION.

The VISION of the HMB will be fulfilled by
serving National Baptists and the broader
Body of Christ by promoting Christian
Missions in the United States and the
U.S. Virgin Islands, which:  (1) Proclaim

the Gospel of Jesus Christ, (2) Establish and
Strengthen Churches, (3) Engage in Ministries which
Liberate People who are in Need, and (4) Provide
Support for Pastors and other Religious Professionals.
Further information about our year-round mission and
ministry can be obtained by picking up copies of our
HMB literature at our booth in the exhibition hall.

Since our last annual gathering in September 2002,
the HMB has been empowered to accomplish the fol-
lowing achievements for the Cause of Christ and as
representatives of the NBC, USA, Inc.:  

(1) God be praised for enabling the HMB to
receive a record-breaking amount of contributions
totaling nearly $300,000.00 during the fiscal year
2002.  Although this represents only ten percent of the
minimum National Baptists should be giving to Home
Missions, we are grateful for every individual, congre-
gation, association, state convention and other con-
tributing organization who helped us to reach another
financial milestone.
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(2) We are thankful for the consistent support
many of our Regional Representatives, Area Field
Workers and Members-at-Large who have willingly
promoted our work in their circles of influence.  Of spe-
cial note are E.W. Williamson, Region 4; O.C. Morgan,
Retiring Chicago Area Field Worker; Lee M. Bernard,
Detroit Area Field Worker and Member-at-Large;
Robert L. Webb, Region 4A, Gilbert Pickett, Sr.,
Member-at-Large; Dwight Benoit, Adopt-A-School
Coordinator and Member-at-Large; Willie Dubose, Jr.,
Region 1; and Isaac Singleton, Region 5.

(3) After consulting with President Shaw, the HMB
very recently forwarded a $10,000 grant to The Baptist
Ministers' Conference of Greater New York and Vicinity
to assist 9-11-01 families who are still in need as a
direct consequence of America's historic tragedy two
years ago this week.  That assistance makes our total
HMB financial support to 9-11-01-related causes
$51,162.52.

(4) Other financial assistance from the HMB over
the past twelve months includes: National Baptist
World Center debt relief; C.A.L.L., a social justice non-
profit organization in Pennsylvania; construction assis-
tance to New Bethel Baptist Church, Tennessee
Colony, Texas, Friendly Missionary Baptist Church,
Detroit, Michigan, Second Baptist Church, Talcott,
West Virginia, and Historic First Baptist Beale Church,
Memphis, Tennessee; church burning re-building
grants to St. Mary Missionary Baptist Church, Albany,
Georgia, and Mount Zion Missionary Baptist Church,
Laurens, South Carolina; educational institutional
assistance to American Baptist College, Nashville,
Tennessee, Virginia University Samuel DeWitt Proctor
School of Theology, Richmond, Virginia, Martin
Elementary School, Beaumont, Texas, Baptist
Chaplaincy - Residency Program, Sinai-Grace
Hospital, Detroit, Michigan, Warren H. Stewart, Sr.
Endowment Fund for Seminarians, and Montgomery
Bible Institute & Theological Center, Montgomery,
Alabama; direct support to missionary endeavors, i.e.
Baptist World Alliance, First Institutional Baptist
Church 2003 Summer Mission Trip to the Virgin
IslandsMissions, Inc., headed by Bently Thomsa, and

the National Baptist Prison Ministry and Social Justice
Commission; Valley Christian Centers, Inc., Phoenix,
Arizona and several other small pastoral assistance
grants.

(5) Our 2003 HMB Summer Intern Fellowship
Program was a largest since this program established.
We supported eight individuals for eight weeks prepar-
ing for full-time Christian ministry in six different cities.
The 2003 HMB Summer Interns were the Revs. Staci
Alexander and Almetric Terry at First Baptist Church,
Bayshore, NY; the Rev. Tracey L. Goodner at First
Institutional Baptist Church, Phoenix, AZ; the Rev. Adia
Blackmon at Samuel DeWitt Proctor School of
Theology, Richmond, VA; the Rev. Delores C.
Willoughby at First Baptist Church - Lambort's Point,
Norfolk, VA; the Rev. Mark Freeman at Watson Grove
Missionary Baptist Church, Nashville, TN; the Rev.
Michael Johnson at Friendship Baptist Church,
Hopewell, VA; and the Rev. Demonta Landers at Mt.
Olive Baptist Church, Richmond, VA.

(6) Dr. Charles F. Thomas, Sr., our Ecclesiastical
Endorser, has served faithfully in advising and sup-
porting our National Baptist chaplains in the United
States Military and Veterans Affairs.  His office is based
from Chicago, IL.  

(7) The HMB and Evangelism Board (EB) of our
Convention co-sponsored the historic DAWNING OF A
NEW DAY:  Equipping Churches for Difference-Making
Ministry Conference, March 27-29, 2003, in Dallas,
Texas, hosted by Pastor Frederick D. Haynes, III and
the Friendship-West Baptist Church.  In addition to the
over 400 attendees, who included our own President
William J. Shaw, 131 persons were won to Christ on
the Conference's culminating activity of "taking the
Good News of Jesus Christ to the streets."  The feed-
back our Conference Coordinator, Dr. Angelique
Walker-Smith, has received gauged 4.89 out of a max-
imum of 5 on the evaluation scale for the Conference's
opening panel entitled "The Word and the World."  The
HMB and EB, along with their respective Chairs,
Charles E. Mock and Robert Smith, Jr., are to be com-
mended for this cooperative endeavor.  God-willing,
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DAWNING OF A NEW DAY II Conference will be held
in March 2004 in Dallas, Texas, again.

To God be the glory for the many pastors, leaders, indi-
viduals, churches, associations, conventions, auxil-
iaries, departments and chaplain funds from which our
financial support has come over the past year.  Some

At the outset of this Annual Report, I read the words of
our Lord Jesus Christ from John 15:16-17 (NLT)

informing His disciples, "You didn't choose me.  I chose
you.  I appointed you to go out and produce fruit that
will last, so that the Father will give you whatever you
ask for, using my name.  I command you to love each
other."

A leader in our congregation's General Mission
Ministry said to me the other day, "Pastor, it's a real
battlefield: the world."  And, you know, her assessment
of the war zone environment in which you and I live is
quite accurate.  Iraq.  Afghanistan.  Liberia.  The
Congo.  Israel.  Gaza.  Inner cities.  Ghettos.  School
systems.  Domestic violence.  Child abuse.  Sexual
abuse.  Racism.  Materialism.  Militarism.  Poverty.
Bigotry.  Religiosity.  Division.  Dissension.  Disputes.
Schisms.  Splits.  Church fights.  Denominational poli-
tics.  "It's a real battlefield:  the world."

What a relevant thought!  We may not be wearing com-
bat uniforms, but many of us are suffering from battle
fatigue.  Occupying forces have set up hostile camps
in our own backyards.  Satan and sin utilize both
sophisticated military strategy and unexpected indis-
criminate terrorist assaults to destabilize our sense of
security.  It's a real battlefield:  the world."

Quite surprisingly, John 15:16-17 (NLT) quotes Jesus
speaking to His disciples about fruit-producing and
love.  How ironic.  How paradoxical.  How downright
out of place does a word about agricultural analogies
seem amidst the raging war going on in our real world.
But that's just how the Word can be as the Spirit leads.

All this year I've been preaching DWJD messages; not,
WWJD - What Would Jesus Do?, but DWJD - Do
What Jesus Did!  To me, that's the most accurate way
to answer the question, "What Would Jesus Do?"  And
that brings me to this closing thought of my Annual
Report as Executive Secretary of the Home Mission
Board - "Do What Jesus Did! BE A MISSION-MINDED,
QUALITY FRUIT PRODUCER."  Moreover, in this fruit-
producing passage can be found our identity, our bat-
tlefield and our weapon.

First, our identity:  WE HAVE BEEN CHOSEN BY
JESUS CHRIST TO BE MISSION-MINDED, QUALITY
FRUIT PRODUCERS.  Listen to Jesus again, "You did-
n't choose me.  I chose you to go and produce fruit that
will last, . . ."  Tell me, preacher, how can you interject
BEING A MISSION-MINDED, QUALITY FRUIT PRO-
DUCER on this world's battlefield?  Well, it's kind of
like the relief agencies over in Iraq right now.  Their
assignment has them in the midst of violence and war,
but their identity is not that of soldiers carrying
weapons of warfare.  They are needed over there as
much or more than our soldiers.  Likewise, our identity
as A MISSION-MINDED, QUALITY FRUIT PRODUC-
ERS is needed on this real world's battlefield.

Furthermore, it is by Jesus Christ's initia-
tive alone that we are chosen.  You nor I
can boast, brag or bully anyone that
we're MISSION-MINDED, QUALITY FRUIT PRODUC-
ERS on our own merits, mastery or maturity.  We're not
God's gifts to Jesus.  John 3:16 tells us that Jesus is
God's Gift to us!  Whoever we are and ever hope to be
in our Christian service is a direct result of Jesus mak-
ing the first move.

By the Father's responsibilities to His Son's Name, we
will receive provisions.  Jesus guarantees that His
Father provides whatever we ask for in line with
BEING A MISSION MINDED, QUALITY FRUIT PRO-
DUCER.  You see, none of us can get what we need
on our own names.  We need a Person with impecca-
ble credit who will co-sign for us.  What we need, God's
got it; we just have to use the one Name that's above
all other names - Jesus Christ.

Second, our battlefield:  WE HAVE BEEN ASSIGNED
BY JESUS CHRIST TO BE MISSION-MINDED,
QUALITY FRUIT PRODUCERS WITHIN ENEMY
TERRITORY.  Listen, just like those United Nations
ambassadors, envoys and workers who were injured
and/or killed in that terrorist bombing at the U.N.
Headquarters in Baghdad last month, you and I are
under attack and hated by the demonic rulers of this
world and the underworld.  The devil and his angelic
army are aiming every weapon at their disposal toward

us.  And, mind you, all of the world's artillery are not ear
drum-bursting, evil explosives.  Some are quietly effec-
tive at destroying the Church's witness - "political cor-
rectness," "freedom of expression," "right to privacy," 
"alternative lifestyles" and "religious pluralism".  That's
our battlefield on which we, as MISSION-MINDED,
QUALITY FRUIT PRODUCERS, are called to serve
and save.

Third, our weapon:  WE HAVE BEEN GIVEN BY
JESUS CHRIST THE SINGLE-MOST IMPORTANT
DIRECTIVE TO FULFILL OUR MISSION-MINDED,
QUALITY FRUIT PRODUCING WITHIN ENEMY TER-
RITORY - LOVE.  LOVE is the most powerful weapon
we, Christian disciples, can have and utilize.  Nothing

on earth can match it or defeat it.  And, no
other creature and creation ought to be
allowed to "OUT LOVE" the Church and
Christians.  Jesus said, "I have loved you

even as the Father has loved me."  So, we are LOVE-
sustained.  Listen to the Lord, "Remain in my love. . .
."  Therefore, we are LOVE-remained.  John 15:17
(NLT) quotes Jesus, "I command you to love each
other."  That means that we are to be LOVE-main-
tained in our relationships with others.  In addition, we
are LOVE-retained as friends of the Savior.  John
15:15 (NLT) describes us, "I no longer call you ser-
vants, . . .  Now you are my friends, . . ."  To be called
a friend by Jesus stands as the Mt. Everest of rela-
tionships.  Only two individuals in the Bible had
received the distinction of being called "a friend of
God" - Abraham and Moses.  However, here is Jesus
extending that kind of LOVE-retained friendship to you
and me in spite of our failings and frailties.  I tell you,
we’ve got a Friend in Jesus!

What a Friend we have in Jesus, 
all our sins and griefs to bear!

What a privilege to carry 
Everything to God in prayer!
O what peace we often forfeit, 
O what needless pain we bear,

All because we do not carry 
Everything to God in prayer.

Our identity, our battlefield and our weapon:  
WE HAVE BEEN CALLED TO BE MISSION-MINDED,
QUALITY FRUIT PRODUCERS WITHIN ENEMY
TERRITORY WITH ONE WEAPON - LOVE!
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The next day we met with Elder Francis and he is the
Assistant Pastor, which was enjoyable.  We went
shopping with Sis. Bull, for the women's retreat in
Albany, and it was called Eastern Village.  It was nice
with so much to see.  It had acres and acres of land.
There were swimming pools in and outside as well as
a movie theatre, tennis court and large lobbies with
beautiful antique furniture in every room.  The women's
retreat lasted for three days.  There were excellent
speakers, and they were from different denominations.

On June 21st, Minister Rosalyn Brock from Florida vis-
ited First Baptist and spoke for E.B.A.  She is vice
chairman, of the National Board of Directors of
NAACP.  She was dynamic and it was a great honor to
meet her.  

We prepared a week for the pilot program.  The pro-
gram was like a youth camp for Christian youth.
Minister Terry had the younger kids and I had the older
kids, ages from 4-16 years old.  The kids theme was
Experiencing the Miracles of Jesus.  They had bible
class during the day, arts and crafts, played games
and during the evenings we went to the beach.

There was also the E.B.A. annual session which last-
ed a week.  It was very nice and interesting, especial-
ly Dr. Shaw, and see the ushers and marshals march.
We also visited a Catholic church for Mass on the
island.  There was a Methodist church also.  

First Baptist had a revival service and they had Pastor
Harvey from Westbury, who was the speaker.  He was
awesome and truly a man of God, he is a must hear.
We had to prepare for Vacation Bible School, and it
lasted for two weeks and it was different because they
have their VBS in the day, 9 a.m. to 12 noon.  They
also have a break in the summer to give a chance to
recharge.  They have regular services on Sunday, like
Sunday School, early morning worship and evening
worship.  They also have other classes on the week-

day but on certain weeks, they rotate and I like the way
it is set up.  That way you won't miss anything.  I'll have
to take this back with me.  My class age range was
from 12 -17 years old.  The kids were a blessing.  Ii
really enjoyed teaching and learning from the kids, and
I hate to really leave them, but I will be calling and writ-
ing them often.  We also talked with sick and shut-ins,
over the phone, which was pleasant.

These ladies have a lot of wisdom; I really enjoyed
talking with them.  There was a special program that
was on the last day for parents, and the kids were
putting on a special performance.  It detailed every-
thing they learned in the two weeks.  There was a pic-
nic on Saturday the 9th for the church.  We were sup-
posed to leave on the 8th but Sis. Bull wanted us to
stay until the 11th.

I had to speak on the 10th at 7:45 a.m.  My topic was
The Blessings of Enduring.  The text was Ruth 4:13-
17.  We rode the greyhound bus up to New York, but
we are traveling back on a plane.  I had a great time at
First Baptist.  It is a great church.  The congregation is
so pleasant and enjoyable.  Pastor Brown is a man
with so much wisdom and humility.  I love him and I
enjoyed the length of time I spent with him.  He is truly
an anointed man of God.

We also went to the city a few times by ourselves.  To
get to the other side we had to take the ferry, then take
a cab to the train station, and from there we arrived at
Penn Station.  We walked and shopped in Manhattan.
We went to the Ground Zero, Chinatown and the
Statue of Liberty with Ellis Island.  

I enjoyed my internship and I think it's a great opportu-
nity for students.  I think if more students knew about
the program, you would have more students enrolled.
Thank you for this great opportunity and in choosing
me.  God bless you and thank you First Baptist Church
for having me.
