ORLEANS FOR PRAYER, HELP, AND HEALING

Tallahassee, FL — To commemorate the anniversary of Hurricane Katrina, 40+ pastors and
leaders of the National Baptist Convention, USA, Inc. (NBCUSA, Inc.) will head to New Orleans
for the National Baptist Prayer Breakfast on Tuesday, August 29. The Prayer Service, to be at
held Asia Baptist Church, 1400 Sere Street, New Orleans, will begin at 8:30am. The delegation
will be led by Dr. William J. Shaw, president of the 7.5 million member NBCUSA, Inc., and Rev.
R. B. Holmes, Jr., president, National Baptist Congress of Christian Education, an auxiliary of the
NBCUSA, Inc. New Orleans Mayor C. Ray Nagin, city and state officials, and local pastors and
lay leaders will join the delegation. According to NBCUSA, Inc. officials, the location of the
breakfast is significant and symbolic. Asia Baptist Church, where floods waters reached 8 feet,

sustained significant damage following Katrina.

In keeping with its outreach to assist churches, pastors and congregants in the Gulf Coast
region, NBCUSA, Inc. will unveil Phase | of the Macedonia Ministry. The goal of the Macedonia
Ministry is to identify forty 40 pastors across the country who will make a three-year

commitment to support forty 40 churches and pastors in the New Orleans area.

The ministry objectives are:
1. To provide support for pastors who lost churches and income
2. To develop church rebuilding strategies
3. To provide moral and spiritual support for pastors and members who need specialized

attention and encouragement

NBCUSA, Inc. pastors, ministers, and officials attending the Prayer Service will represent
numerous states from across the nation, and as part of the commemoration, the delegation will
tour the lower ninth ward, and visit with pastors and churches in the area to observe the
rebuilding.
